ITEM 2: County Board AGM:
Tom McLoughlin of the Wolfe Tones club was elected new Minor Board Secretary when, by a large vote, he defeated current Secretary Paddy Reilly. We had two delegates at the meeting due to one of our delegates pulling out due to sickness at late notice.

ITEM 3: Team Reports:
 
MINOR TEAM:
Gerry Barrins has agreed to manage the minor team for this year, but is looking for some help with the training of the team. John Kavanagh, Andrew Kavanagh and Tom Mulligan will help with the team this year. To date they have played one game in the Special Minor League, due to lack of numbers were unable to field in first game while they play Grattans at home this coming Sunday morning.
 
U-16 TEAM:
Our U-16 team, under the guidance of Kevin Hughes, are back training on Tuesday and Friday nights, going well on Tuesday nights with 16 plus attending while Friday nights due to other sports not as high attended, some players still to come back after other sports are finished, Niall Caslin to be asked to help with team while Paddy O’Connor will do a number of sessions with the team. 
 
U-14 TEAM:
U-14 team with Michéal Walsh starting this Thursday evening, will be small panel this year and will have to get a number of the U-12 players to make up numbers. Team to train two nights a week and Paddy O’Connor to help with sessions when things get up-and-running. Letter to be sent out to all parents of team to get permission to text the players about training. 
 
U-12 TEAM:
U-12 team not started back up yet, but team management hope to have the team started and going by the end of the month. Noted that there is no official Minor Board Competition for this team until late August or early September and this time period is too long for this age group to be training without competitions. Club and team management hope to once again set up U-12 league in the club for this age group while we also need to get people in the clubs helping Paddy with the Coaching and get a club input and contact in the schools once again. Two coaching positions on a part-time basis with County Board at meeting, club to see if any of our members or players would be interested in going for job. This is an area and age group that has to be carefully watched in coming months to make sure we don’t lose any players. 
 
U-10 TEAM:
Our U-10 team planned to start last Sunday, but due to bad weather conditions it had to be called off, all going well and the weather helping us out, the team hope to start training next Sunday morning from 11am to 12noon each Sunday.    
 
U-8 TEAM:
Good numbers attending the recent indoor sessions, 35/40 along with a number of parents to help on the night also. Was a break for two weeks due to midterm break. Plan to end indoor sessions at end of month with certificates and photographs to be handed out and taken on the night. Team to move outdoors in early April. Charge to the club of €27 per night for the use of the hall.
 
ITEM 4 Coaching:
Street Leagues ongoing at the moment, poor numbers at the moment due to the very bad weather with good numbers up until then.  Almost 40 children attending U-8 indoor training, was break for two weeks and will move outdoors at end of month/early April. A number of parents involved. U-10 not started yet due to poor weather and hopefully will start this weekend. A shorter version of the planned First Aid Course will be held at the end of March/early April. Paddy coaching 7 hours a week in all schools and going very well. Club hope to talk to Seamus McRory or County Board and try and set up young referees course in the club 
 
ITEM 5 Membership:

ITEM 6 Club Jackets:

ITEM 7 Club Grounds:
A short discussion took place on the possible sale of the grounds in the future. Kevin Hughes outlined an offer made to the club by Liam Dunne and Richie Connor (people involved in the purchasing of the Portlaoise grounds). Members of the club will decide on this if it is ever to go ahead and it will be a couple of years down the line, many discussions will take place on this item over the coming months on the future of the club and no decision is made on this one way or the other and it will be a decision for all the club.
 
ITEM 8 Club Draw:
The Minor Club soled 92 tickets this year with 26 people selling the tickets. In total 470 tickets soled by the club overall and club overall very happy with the success of the draw and would like to thank everybody who helped with the draw. Tom Mulligan noted that the club might look at maybe a different way of selling tickets next year so that the club can get a bigger percentage of the income from the draw. 
 
ITEM 9 Finance:
Club Treasurer Damien Bartley gave a run down of the current financial state of the club. Noted that two major cheques paid out since last meeting. Minor Club to look for Maxol sponsorship from last year for our underage teams’ in the club. Damien noted that it is important that all teams’ collect membership/registration fees from all the players. Club should look at using the training balls for training and maybe not the O’Neill’s match balls for the younger of the teams’ and that all teams’ should where possible look after the balls as the cost the club a good few euro each season.  It was suggested that they may be a small charge to our U-8 players to offset the cost of the hall, however, after a short debate it was decided for this year that they will be no charge and maybe this is something to be discussed at the next AGM. 
 
ITEM 10 AOB:
U-16 Jerseys: After a long discussion it was decided that last years very successful U-16 team would be allowed keep the jerseys for this time. However, NO team from now regardless of what the win will be allowed keep their jersey, teams are provided with gear for finals and the cost of a set of jerseys now is too much and that all team managers must get jerseys back from players after all finals. A new set of jerseys will be bought for the U-16 team for this year.
